Team Sasol SA set sights on World Cup glory

The Sasol South Africa wheelchair basketball team are into thewnddive-day training camp at the
Vodacom Mandeville Indoor Sports Centre as they prepare for whatendlhé shot at possible World Cup
glory later this year.

The African qualifier for the 2010 IWBF World Cup takes place in SduiteAn October, and coach Viv
Sierra’s team will have to be at their best to claim the singte an offer in next year's showpiece in
Birmingham. “The format will allow us just one chance to qualifyafgingle spot in the eight-nation World
Cup next year. We will have to lay it all on the line andwee’t get a second chance,” said Sierra.

Sierra has targeted this week’s camp to focus on sharpening up siagatibbling and shooting skills of
the team in preparation for October’s qualifiers, when the sidldake on Morocco, Egypt, Cameroon,
Nigeria, Kenya, Angola and Zimbabwe for a place in the World Tlg.camp will conclude with a match
against a Gestetner Invitational side this Saturday. “We won’bbadsing on winning the game on
Saturday, but rather trying out new combinations. The Gestetner tdahave some real depth and we
expect a very hard game.

“Most of the players heading for the World Cup qualifier willibeeither the SA team or the Gestetner
team, and we will focus specifically on formulating game planghéqgualifiers. So this camp is very
important.”

The World Cup qualification represents another important milestotieeiprogression of a team that made
history when they qualified for the Beijing Paralympics memorable 2008. “We have beaten some of the



best teams in the world and we are becoming a force to rewitlori Sierra said of a side that has risen to
ninth in the world.

“Unfortunately we suffered some key losses with playersngtafter the Paralympics in Beijing. But now
we are building a new, young team to take to the World Cup and tlaéyRgics in London. There will be
some exciting new players like Jaco Velloen, Gift MogKElsindile Zonke and Luvuyo Mbande, as well as
17-year-old Kyle Louw, attending the camp.

“These players have all been earmarked for the SA squad and wilitierough their paces this week. It
will give me a chance to see how they blend in and allow itng b@w combinations.”

Sierra has also brought on board specialist shooting coach, Patridk wito is one of the top able-bodied
coaches in the country. “I am looking at Patrick to take the nedndim me in two years time and this is the
perfect time for him to come on board. He will take the teathe next Paralympic Games.”

Shooting at an overall 49.2% and having 69% possession, Coach Sierra had the lions share control of the game but
free throw shooting still a worrying factor as Team SA could only convert 3 of 13 penalties to produce an all time low
of 23.1% shot ratio.

Technical Corner

MOTIVATION IN OFFICIATING
To Mr. Don Steponchev for his encouraging words....

Motivation is the set of reasons that determines one to engage in a particular behavior. According to various theories,
motivation may be rooted in the basic need to minimize physical pain and maximize pleasure, or it may include
specific needs such as eating and resting, or a desired object, hobby, goal, state of being, ideal. (Deci&Ryan,1985)

In this article, we will talk about the types of motivation and what motivates an official to improve in officiating.

Motivation comes from two things: you, and other people. There is extrinsic motivation, which comes from others,
and intrinsic motivation, which comes from within you. For example; intrinsic motivation occurs when in the beginning
the official, engages in a game, as a hobby, without obvious external incentives. However, when the referee is
promoted and starts to become professional, status (e.g. being an international official) may provide a more powerful
factor than the motivation provided by an enjoyable workplace.

Intrinsic motivation is the motivation that comes from inside of the performer. That is the official participates for the
love of the sport.

Extrinsic motivation comes from outside of the official... Status is the most obvious example, but relegation and threat
of not having (good) games to officiate are also common motivations. The crowd may cheer the official on, and this



motivates him or her to do well. Officiating decisive games are also incentives. Competition is often extrinsic because
it encourages the official to overcome the others, not to enjoy the rewards of the game.

After understanding the types of motivation, we can have a look at what motivates an official to improve.

Rewards are important factors. Rewards are external to the person; such as praise or money. For example; being
congratulated by his mentor, game commissioner, coaches or players after a tough game, the official is motivated.

Rewards are sometimes internal to the person; for example, satisfaction or a feeling of accomplishment. For example;
having officiated a final game with no problems, the official is again motivated.

Goals are another important factor. If the official sets himself short or long term goals and be determined to reach
them, he is most likely enthusiastic to improve himself in officiating.

Another important factor is having fun while officiating. If you still enjoy and love the game, you'll still be learning or
sharing information with your peers.

To conclude, motivation is a very significant factor in officiating. To be a successful and respected official, one must
find ways to motivate himself to improve in officiating.
